· The California Democrats held their state convention in San Francisco over the weekend and 14 of the 24 candidates for the Presidential nomination showed up.

· The leader Joe Biden was among those who took a pass.  The others, presumably, didn’t have bus fare.
· Biden was in Ohio speaking to a Human Rights Campaign dinner in Columbus, plugging his support for LGBTQ issues. 

· The Columbus Dispatch quoted Biden as saying:

· One of the reasons California is on the minds of primary candidates is because the state has moved up to the “early state” category.
· After the First Four in February – Iowa, New Hampshire, Nevada, and South Carolina – the action moves to March 3, 2020 when 15 states and one Unincorporated Territory (American Somoa) will hold primary activities.

· There are no winner-take-all states in the world according to Democrats, so it is not unlikely that by the time all the votes are counted on March 4, 2020, one candidate will have a wide enough lead that it will be almost impossible for anyone to win enough states by a wide enough margin to catch him or her.
