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· I was very, very disappointed as I awoke Friday morning.  I turned on CNN then Fox, then MSNBC, even Bloomberg looking for some report of a flying saucer having landed on the National Mall near the Washington Monument.
· I even practiced saying <i>Klaatu barada nikto </i> in case it missed by a little and ended up in the Potomac River at Alexandria, Virginia and I had to communicate with Gort.
· After the dire predictions leading up to (a) the Congressional action on Trade Promotion Authority then the Supreme Court rulings on (b) Obamacare and (c) Freedom to Marry I thought for sure last Friday would be the day the Earth Stood Still.

· Turns out it didn’t.

· The sun came up and it didn’t even rain for the first time in about a month.  There was no change in global warming – up or down – and there didn’t appear to be any significant change in world sea levels.
