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· Here’s the pre-spin spin: Bill Clinton will go on national TV and (credit to John McLaughlin) using his ability to parse sentences with an electron beam, attempt to convince us he never lied, never attempted to dissemble, had been answering different questions altogether, and it was someone else’s fault.  Hie will bite his lip, say he’s sorry for this misunderstanding and ask us to put this episode behind us.

· Clinton’s 1998 greatest hits:

· Jan 21:  “It’s important to tell the American people it wasn’t an improper relationship and I didn’t tell anyone to lie.”

· Jan 22:   “Let’s get to the big issues here; about the nature of the relationship and whether I ever asked anyone to lie.  That is false.”

· Jan 22:  “More rather than less.  Sooner rather than later.”  Which will define the Clinton Presidency the way “Your President is not a crook,” defined Nixon’s.”

· Jan 26:  “I want you to listen to me.  I did not have sexual relations with that woman.”

· Mar 15: On the Kathleen Willey accusations:  “I have said nothing improper happened . . . I have a very clear memory of the meeting.  I told the truth then.  I told the truth in the [Paula Jones] deposition.”

· July 31: “I am looking forward to the opportunity in the next few days of testifying.  I will do so completely and truthfully.”

· Senator Orrin Hatch et. al. are wrong.  An apology by Bill Clinton for having lied under oath is not enough.  It might have been enough on January 21, or 22, or 26, or February 5, or March 15.  But six months have passed.
