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· Jim Abram’s lead in an AP overnight piece explains to us that Clinton just doesn’t get it:  “President Clinton wishes he had done a better job in expressing his remorse over the Monica Lewinsky affair, says a Democratic lawmaker who spoke with him last week.”  What about expressing remorse about lying to everyone for seven months?
