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· I was on the Montel Williams show the other day.  Why?  I don’t know either.  Anyway, he asked me, in the course of the program, if I had ever had an affair.  I said, “Montel, you would be amazed at the number of women who find a short, bald, middle aged, Jewish man attractive.”  End of conversation.

· This business of equivalency has got to stop.  Any affair at any point in anyone’s life is not the same as what the President is accused of:

· Did you have an affair with someone half your age?  No.

· Did you have an affair with someone in your chain-of-command?  No.

· Did you conduct this affair physically in the workplace?  No.

· Did you lie about this affair under oath?  No.
