· This impeachment business has gone from zero to 17,500 miles per hour in record speed.
· That is not good for the Republic.

· You know that I am not the biggest fan of Donald Trump that ever was.  But, there is a reason the Founders made it hard to overturn an election for President:  They wanted impeachment to be taken seriously.
· The febrile overactivity in the Congress, at the White House and State Department, and on Television is not healthy – and not serious.
