· Let’s connect the dots:  

-- The New York Times reported yesterday that the late Secretary of Commerce, Ron Brown, and President Clinton overrode the decision of former Secretary of State Warren Christopher and officials of the Defense Department on the issue of allowing the Chinese to launch US communications satellites.  In reality, the Commerce Department got to decide the future of missile launch technology.

-- The Lippo Group -- of Indonesia, China, and Pennsylvania Avenue -- gave tons of money to Democratic interests and got a job for one of its senior executives, John Huang, at a senior level at the US Commerce Department.

-- It has become known in the past week that $360,000 which found its way to the Democratic National Committee (DNC) via Egg Roll King Johnny Chung came directly from the Chinese military.

-- China thus gains access to technology which enhances its capability to launch and position satellites or, if one aims slightly lower, missiles with nuclear warheads.

-- The Indian Government, frightened by its perception of the bought-and-paid-for tilt of US policy toward its enemy China, lights off at least five atomic weapons.

-- The Pakastani government, frightened of the new capability of ITS enemy, India, indicates it will be testing nuclear weapons as well.

-- The Democrats in Congress, led by Dick Gephardt, are stonewalling the investigation, allegedly to punish Dan Burton. But the effect is to protect the Clinton/Brown-Lippo-Chinese-DNC backfield reverse handoff.   The Democrats have some very difficult choices facing them.

-- The President is planning to go to China next month.  The Chinese have announced their intention to celebrate their ROI by welcoming Bill Clinton at a ceremony in Tiennamen Square.

· National Security Advisor Sandy Berger said yesterday that the US was “not surprised” by the detonation of the Indian nuclear devices. He then said that a retired Admiral had been brought in to help the CIA investigate why it had, um, not been surprised.  Craig Livingstone for CIA Director.
