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· Last week, when Mexican President Felipe Calderon came to Washington, President Barack “Please-Adore-Me” Obama said, doing his famous John Lennon “Imagine there’s no countries” imitation:
“In the 21st century we are not defined by our borders, but by our bond.”

· Keep in mind, this was in the midst of the great Arizona Immigration Law debate which had caused Calderon to issue a "travel warning" suggesting that Mexicans who might have been thinking about vacationing in Arizona should rethink their plans, about which many legal residents of Arizona responded: "Deal!"
