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· Who will be able to watch footage of Bill Clinton addressing the United Nations today without wondering whether the delegates and potentates in attendance wearing those little plastic ear muffs are listening to his speech or to a simultaneous translation of his testimony?

· Clinton is supposed to be speaking about terrorism.  The delegates will be listening to explosive testimony about cigars.   Not exploding cigars, but he couldn’t think of everything.

· How smart was David Kendall to have forgotten to make the erasure of the video taped grand jury testimony an expressed part of the deal?  That small oversight provides us with a new definition of the wonderful noun coined by Frank Mankowitz:  a klong.

· The big news over the weekend was the Newsweek poll which indicated some 46 percent of Americans now think Clinton should resign.
